Day 1: Oslo, Norway

Upon arrival in Oslo, check in to our hotel in Norway's lively,
sophisticated coastal capital. Time permitting, you may wish
to explore some of the city on your own. Highlights include
the famed Vigeland sculptures—hundreds of life-size human
figures set in rolling parkland, and the Fram Museum, named

Longyearbyen -
for the restored 19th-century ship on display and dedicated to ="
Norwegian polar explorers Fritjof Nansen and Roald
Amundsen. The evening is free to try one of the harborside ~ @D S Zar
restaurants, or turn in early to rest up after a long stretch of
travel.
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Day 2: Oslo / Longyearbyen—Embark Ship

Depart Oslo on our private chartered flight to Longyearbyen. Located on the island of Spitsbergen, which is
the largest in the Svalbard archipelago, Longyearbyen is the administrative center and largest settlement in
Svalbard, with about 2,100 residents. A visit to the Svalbard Museum is included to learn more about
Svalbard and its context in Norway and the Arctic, from 17th-century whaling to modern mining, research
and tourism. Then transfer to the pier to embark one of our two sister ships, the National Geographic
Endurance or National Geographic Resolution, which will be our floating base for the next week as we go in
search of polar bears and other Arctic wildlife so abundant in Svalbard.

Days 3 - 8: Exploring Svalbard

The itinerary for our Arctic adventure is exploratory by design, and our exact day-to-day movements will
remain flexible in order to accommodate local conditions and pursue the best wildlife watching in the best
locations. We'll spend six exhilarating days cruising among the icebergs that drift along Svalbard's rugged
coast, utilizing our onboard fleet of Zodiacs for closer observation along the shoreline, and access land for
guided hikes. In spring, conditions may permit us to set foot on the frozen ice directly off the ship.

Our focus each day is polar wildlife, as we cruise among locations where walruses sun themselves,
Svalbard reindeer roam, and polar bears forage in the distance. Join spotters on the bridge as you scan the
ice floes and islands for these Arctic icons, along with bearded and ringed seals, Arctic fox, and whales at
home in these frigid waters, including beluga, fin and minke. There’s no greater thrill than a sighting that
brings everyone rushing to the bow for a close-up view.

Cruising in Svalbard's sheltered bays and dramatic fjords, our nimble ship gets close to the face of
tidewater glaciers, and we wait for the telltale rumble and crack that signals an explosive calving. Via
Zodiac and kayak, examine glittering icebergs at eye level, admiring the blue tones reflected in the ice
crystals. Ashore, learn about Svalbard's geology and hardy plant life, including the miniature wildflowers
that bloom here later in the summer, providing dots of color in this otherwise monochrome landscape.
Throughout this early-season journey, we take advantage of the ever-changing light that creates
mesmerizing photography opportunities. Video from the Remotely Operated Vehicle (ROV) carried on
board gives a glimpse into the mysterious world that exists a thousand feet below the surface, which we
learn about during daily recaps with the ship's multi-talented field staff.

Day 9: Longyearbyen—Disembark / Oslo

Our Arctic expedition concludes as the National Geographic Endurance or National Geographic Resolution
returns to port in Longyearbyen today. From here, fly back to Oslo and transfer to our hotel near the
airport.

Day 10: Oslo / Depart

After breakfast, transfer to the airport for departing flights.

Observe the Arctic World Beneath the Waves

An undersea diving specialist travels aboard every voyage. Outfitted for polar waters and
carrying nearly 200 pounds of gear, this special member of the expedition team shoots high-
definition footage of a deep, frigid sea teeming with life, which is then shared on plasma
screens in the ship's lounge—it's a whole new way to appreciate the marine environment!
Plus, the ship’'s remotely operated vehicle (ROV) dives up to 1,000 feet to view areas below
the surface that are as unexplored as the moon. By sharing videos of potentially new species
with scientists, such as a large worm our specialist captured imagery of in Antarctica's
Weddell Sea, Lindblad voyages actively contribute to scientific research.

Custom Tools Maximize Your Perspective

A video microscope helps naturalists show and explain a multitude of elements in the Arctic
environment, including tiny organisms in the marine ecosystem'’s building blocks—like a krill's
body, at 80x magnification. High atop the ship’s mast, a crow’s nest camera provides a
continual view on your surroundings that you can watch on your cabin TV. And underwater
microphones are deployed to listen in on the Arctic's marine mammals, offering real-time
sounds of nearby whales and other life below the sea.

Recommended Insurance

Since the areas we travel to are remote and wild (that's why we go there!), we strongly recommend that all
guests have, at minimum, medical evacuation insurance for this program. While this is not required, we
make this strong suggestion in the interest of our guests' safety. We recommend that your chosen
independent insurance plan includes at least $250,000 in medical evacuation coverage.

To protect your investment and to provide peace of mind while you travel, we also strongly recommend
purchasing comprehensive travel insurance. Plans may cover everything from medical treatment to trip
cancellations and delays and lost luggage.

Physical Requirements

Moderate to Active

This is an active expedition that requires mobility and good health. In order to participate, you must be able
to walk unassisted for a minimum of one mile over rough and uneven terrain, including rocky beaches, ice
and snow. To participate in excursions ashore, you must walk down a steep gangway (steel ramp with stairs)
and climb into and out of rigid inflatable Zodiac rafts, which can sometimes be unstable, depending on
water and wind conditions. Travel via Zodiac occurs over variable conditions and can sometimes be quite
bumpy. If it's windy, you may get wet from sea spray. Travelers with back problems or other health issues
that could be exacerbated by such conditions should take this into consideration. Travelers must be
prepared for any type of weather, including extreme conditions that may involve high winds, rain and snow.
While seas are generally calm on this expedition, it's possible we could encounter rough conditions, which
may cause issues for travelers prone to motion sickness. The ships are fully stabilized, but we recommend
that you discuss preventive medication with your physician if you are susceptible to motion sickness. The
ship carries a qualified physician who is available at any time in case of emergency, and whose services are
provided free of charge; however, the limited infirmary carries only basic medicines and equipment. This
voyage is not advisable for guests using wheel chairs, crutches, etc. There are no jetways in Longyearbyen,
and guests have to be able to climb the stairs via the jet bridge to board the aircraft and deplane from the
aircraft.
